Spring 2008 -  Regional Advisory Council (RAC) Meeting Notes

The fourth series of RAC meetings were held May 5, 2008 through June 2, 2008.  Two major items of discussion were the Ten Priority Focus Areas for IFAS Research and Extension in the future (see below).  These were developed for the Florida legislative committee hearings and were from clientele input particularly the RAC 2006 listening session.

Another major discussion was a presentation by Dr. Mary Duryea, IFAS Associate Dean for Research and Professor of Forest Resources and Conservation.  Dr. Duryea’s presentation (attached) focused on bioenergy research at UF/IFAS, specifically, the potential for biomass crops in Florida.
A discussion of future topics of faculty presentations was held with each Region.  The RAC consensus seemed to be related to water quality, quantity and BMPs.  The other agenda item was the election of the current RAC chairs and delegates to the Florida Agricultural Council (see web link for current list).
